ratio the Heavy Duty Glazing Bar can span
up to 4m un-supported without the use of
additional purlins.

Roof Bars

Fix Self Support Bars to Wallplate and Eavesbeam
at correct centres using Self-Drill Screws.

ldentify Intermediate and =
